Presence of every student is mandatory in the induction meeting chaired by the 

principal or convened by the Department on commencement of an academic 
session. 

Academic calendar is distributed to the students at the beginning of the academic 

year. Students are advised to be punctual and to attend all lectures regularly. 
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As per University guideline a candidate shal be considered as collegiate if he/she attends 75% 

lectures in any subjet and as non-collegiate ifattendance in any subject fails short of 75% 

but not below 60%. A candidate who has not attended at least 60% lecture shall be 

considered non-collegiate & shall be debarred fronm appearing at any examination.
